Brennan, authors of Lifting Our Game: Report of the Review to Achieve Educational Excellence in Australian
Schools through Early Childhood Interventions. Council took the opportunity to consider this report and how
this work can inform the development of reform principles — work which has recently been requested by the
Council of Australian Governments.
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
